PALM SUNDAY OF THE LORD’S PASSION: (Matthew 26:14–27:66)
The Passion of our Lord Jesus Christ reveals the depth of God’s love poured out through suffering, betrayal, and the Cross. Jesus enters freely into His Passion, remaining faithful even when abandoned, denied, and condemned. In the face of violence and rejection, He responds with mercy, forgiveness, and trust in the Father. While some recognise Him as the Son of God, others turn away or remain indifferent.
Holy Week invites us to walk with Christ through His suffering—so that we may recognise our own frailty and sin, receive His mercy, and stand more faithfully with Him. As we journey from the Cross toward the Resurrection, we are called not only to witness His sacrifice but to take up our own cross, trusting that through His Passion comes the fullness of life and salvation.
